These assumptions are consistent with the previously made hypothesis that among the open
adherents of the “Living Ethics”, there is an inherent emotionalism of statements with fixation on obstacle. It
can be said with greater certainty that the belief in reality of the transformation of the material world promoted
by Roerich's apologetics is fraught with the ideal force of art into pure contemplation with accentualization of
one’s own ignorance, including using meaningless sets of science-like or pathos phrases, and as a result of
changing the people’s enlightenment archaic and phantasmagoric structures.

ON THE GREAT SILK ROAD - TO THE ICE SILK ROUTE - TO PEACE WAY
AND ECONOMIC COOPERATION

Elchaninov A.

Abstract. The project on the organization of trade relations between China and other countries arosed in the
second half of the 2nd century BC. The caravan road connecting East Asia with the Mediterranean in the
ancient time and to the Middle Ages was used, first of all, for export of silk from China. Therefore in 1877 the
German geographer F.F. von Richtgofen called this route giving the chance for establishment of business
contacts, cultural dialogue, promoting the relative enrichment of large civilizations, — "A silk road". By 15th
century the overland Silk road fell into decay, sea trade and navigation began to develop.

At the real stage of development the mankind realized need of restitution of the interstate and international
interaction inherent in the period of existence of the Great silk road.

At the XXIV session of the UNESCO General conference in 1987 the project on complex studying of the Great
silk road was developed. This international project worked according to two large programs of UNESCO: «The
environment surrounding the person, resources of the ground and sea» and "The Culture and the future".

Implementation of the project took place in several stages, one of which in 1991 was a stage "Steppe Road",
length 12.5 thousand km.

In the next years development of the idea of reconstruction and expansion of the opportunities put in the
ancient times in the Great silk road continued.

In 2013 the Chinese President Xi Jinping put forward the concept of "A new silk road" under the slogan "One
Belt — One Road" including the "Economic Belt of the Silk Road" and "Sea Silk Road of the 21st Century"
projects. The strategy of "A new silk road" included the project of development of the Northern Sea Route.
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The Northern Sea Route — the major navigable main passing across the seas of Arctic Ocean, connecting the
European and Far East ports and also mouths of the navigable Siberian rivers in the unite transport system of
the Arctic.

History of the Northern Sea Route begins with the first swimmings of Pomors. Development, studying and the
description of maritime routes of the Russian Arctic continued further. Development of the Arctic navigation
promoted the beginning of the industrial development of natural resources of the region. The large-scale
industrial development of the Arctic territories began in the 1930th.

During the Great Patriotic War of 1941-1945 ice breakers played a large role in conducting of northern
convoys. The existing ports were specially converted, new polar stations are built and also additional airfields
are developed. In post-war years the Arctic navigation gained further development thanks to the
commissioning of icebreaking vessels of new classes.

The map of the Northern Sea Route on which built in the 1930th -1940th the objects are shown is presented in
the article.

In July, 2017 during the visit to Russia the Chinese President Xi Jinping with the President V. V. Putin reached
the important agreement on development and use of the Arctic Sea Route and creation of the Ice Silk Route,
the sea way uniting North America, East Asia and Western Europe.

Within the project of "The Ice Silk Route” tankers with production of Yamal LNG for the first time in the history
went the Arctic Sea Route without icebreaking maintenance in the summer of 2018 and profit from the Arctic
port Sabbeta to the Chinese port Jiangsu Zhudong. By these flights the beginning of the regular supply of LNG
across the Northern Sea Route is opened.

THE PLACE AND ROLE OF MUSEUMS OPERATING ON A PUBLIC BASIS
IN THE SYSTEM OF SOVIET AND RUSSIAN MUSEUMS
(Part 1)

Abstract. The article discusses the origin and development of the institute of museums operating on a
voluntary basis (public, folk, school museums, etc.) in the USSR museum network. The change of this institute
into para-museum structures was studied, whose activity, due to their legal status, is not fully covered by the
current legislation on museums. Also studied are the profiles of museums that were characteristic of public
museums.

Public museums were mainly of a comprehensive profile and supplemented by budget museums. Public
museums were a factor in the development of the network of state museums, since they could potentially
become branches of state museums or separate from independent budgetary state institutions.

In the development of the network of public museums, a systemic law of peripheral development was
manifested, according to which everything new in the system arises precisely at the peripheral levels of the
system, where systemic connections are weak. Indeed, the activities of public museums were less regulated
than the work of budget museums, which gave a greater degree of freedom for the development of public
museums.

The main task of public museums was to promote the Marxist-Leninist worldview and the achievements of
communist construction, to increase the education and culture of Soviet people, their aesthetic education and
the formation of a sense of Soviet patriotism. And, no less important, to direct the leisure of the population in a
direction significant for the state.

The activity of public museums in identifying and collecting exhibits made it possible to identify genuine
monuments of material and spiritual culture among the peoples, with the subsequent inclusion of the latter in
the museum fund of the USSR.

An analysis of the organizational and legal form of public museums created during the USSR period indicates
that they were created without the formation of a legal entity and overwhelmingly were structural units of
enterprises, institutions or organizations.

Ignoring the issue of the need for legal regulation of public relations related to the restoration, development
and activities of public museums since the early 1990s marginalized this institution and led to the emergence
of para-museum formations that, under the guise of museums, fulfill other goals and objectives. It should be
noted that such neglect, we believe, mediated the impoverishment of the funds of public museums and the
dispersal of the objects of these museums in private hands.

IMAGE OF V.I. LENIN ON SOVIET BANKNOTES:

Abstract. The image of Lenin, the founder of the Communist Party and the Soviet state, was widely used in
the USSR, being replicated on various carriers, including banknotes and coins. At the same time, the
contradiction between the sacred person of Lenin, depicted on the banknote, and the functional purpose and
feature of turnover of currency in the economy were added to the already existing inconsistencies between the
communist ideology and the monetary relations. All this was reflected in the poem "Get Lenin off the money”
by the poet-sixties A.Voznesensky, in which he depicted a picture of the contact between the pure image of
the leader and the unclean hands of the scoundrel. However, the correct use of Lenin ("for the heart and for
the banners") caused the overload of the surrounding space with ideological artifacts, giving the opposite
effect: mass irony and a large number of anecdotes.

THE PLACE AND ROLE OF MUSEUMS OPERATING ON A PUBLIC BASIS
IN THE SYSTEM OF SOVIET AND RUSSIAN MUSEUMS (Part 2)

Abstract. The article discusses the origin and development of the institute of museums operating on a
voluntary basis (public, folk, school museums, etc.) in the USSR museum network. The change of this institute
into para-museum structures was studied, whose activity, due to their legal status, is not fully covered by the
current legislation on museums. Also studied are the profiles of museums that were characteristic of public
museums.

Public museums were mainly of a comprehensive profile and supplemented by budget museums. Public
museums were a factor in the development of the network of state museums, since they could potentially
become branches of state museums or separate from independent budgetary state institutions.

In the development of the network of public museums, a systemic law of peripheral development was
manifested, according to which everything new in the system arises precisely at the peripheral levels of the
system, where systemic connections are weak. Indeed, the activities of public museums were less regulated
than the work of budget museums, which gave a greater degree of freedom for the development of public
museums.

The main task of public museums was to promote the Marxist-Leninist worldview and the achievements of
communist construction, to increase the education and culture of Soviet people, their aesthetic education and
the formation of a sense of Soviet patriotism. And, no less important, to direct the leisure of the population in a
direction significant for the state.

The activity of public museums in identifying and collecting exhibits made it possible to identify genuine
monuments of material and spiritual culture among the peoples, with the subsequent inclusion of the latter in
the museum fund of the USSR.

An analysis of the organizational and legal form of public museums created during the USSR period indicates
that they were created without the formation of a legal entity and overwhelmingly were structural units of
enterprises, institutions or organizations.

Ignoring the issue of the need for legal regulation of public relations related to the restoration, development
and activities of public museums since the early 1990s marginalized this institution and led to the emergence
of para-museum formations that, under the guise of museums, fulfill other goals and objectives. It should be
noted that such neglect, we believe, mediated the impoverishment of the funds of public museums and the
dispersal of the objects of these museums in private hands.
