Abstract. The subject of the study is the theoretical representation of the category “genre” in Russian musical
regional studies, represented by scientific publications included in the Bibliographic Database of the Russian
Science Citation Index since 2005.

Abstract. The rich cultural heritage of Slobozhanshchina has practically not been preserved, and today it is
forced to study it from a few written testimonies and rare photographs. One of these sources is the catalog and
album of the exhibition collected by E.K.Redin for the XIlI Archaeological Congress. Despite the unsystematic
nature of the exhibition and subjective assessments of the collected icons, their description gives an idea of
the development of icon painting in Slobozhanshchina, cultural exchange between different regions of the
Russian Empire and Western Europe. Systematization and analysis of icons made it possible to identify their
main types and, on the basis of this, to identify the directions and styles in which Slobozhansky artists worked,
which makes it possible to characterize the local Slobozhansky school of painting and evaluate its contribution
to the formation of the cultural heritage of Russia.

It is necessary to raise the status of cultural policy to a
component of the political sphere, turning it into a foreign policy instrument that influences the improvement of
the country’s image in the international space, as well as strengthening its influence in the world in order to
ensure its own security.

This article examines scientific approaches to the study of globalization processes, based on research on the
problems of cultural policy to determine further guidelines for improving the state cultural policy of Russia. The
main problems facing the state and society are analyzed and ways to solve them are proposed. The relevance
of considering cultural policy in the context of the political process as Russia’s managerial influence on the
main spheres of the sociocultural space both within the country and on a global scale is pointed out.

Abstract. To identify the phenomenon of local highly revered icons of the Mother of God in the Kharkov
region: Yeletskaya-Kharkovskaya and Ozeryanskaya, as well as for the purpose of their further
museumification, the article analyzes historical conditions. It has been proven that the legends reflect the key
political events of the 11th — 17th centuries. taking place in the southern outlying territories of the Russian
state — Slobozhanshchina. Icons appear at critical moments in the life of the region, and are associated with
the need to unite the population on the basis of Orthodoxy. The characters mentioned in the legends are real
personalities, and the events are significant for the history of the country. The results of the study can be used
in the museumification of Kharkov Mother of God icons, as they characterize their content and reveal the
symbolism embedded in them, which makes it possible to understand the social significance of these icons.

Abstract. The article presents the author’s vision of the enforcement of the definition of “cultural sovereignty”
in order to counter sociocultural threats to Russia’s national security and characterizes some of its properties.
Ensuring cultural sovereignty is considered as a key component of coordinated actions in the field of strategic
planning of public authorities and civil society institutions to protect the sovereignty of the state, achieve
strategic management goals, protect the foundations of the constitutional system of Russia, the axiological
foundation of statehood and historically established constitutional identity. The properties of cultural
sovereignty are revealed, according to the author, in the results of public policy that are measurable from the
point of view of strategic management, requiring the implementation of a set of management measures and
activities. The property of cultural sovereignty “protection of the people and the state from destructive
ideological and information influences” should be expressed in measurable results of coordinated actions of all
state structures to suppress the destructive influence on culture with the active participation of civil society in
this process. The property of cultural sovereignty “preservation of the historical memory and identity of the
people” requires expression in measurable results of public policy from the point of view of strategic
management, including a decrease in the number and activity of transnational “identity communities” in the
country that are not complementary to the all-Russian civil and cultural identity . The property of cultural
sovereignty “carrying out national policy in accordance with traditional Russian values” should find its
expression in the concrete results of strengthening the existing historical institutions of public power in terms of
their modernization in order to achieve the strategic goals of ensuring national security and development
based on the constitutional principle of solidarity that forms civil society. unity and self-awareness. The quality
of Russia's cultural sovereignty is thus determined by maintaining the spiritual forces of the state and people,
the main public institutions at the level necessary to form sovereign political will and achieve the goals of
strategic management.

Abstract. The Slobozhanskaya icon is one of the spiritual components of the geocultural space of Russia.
Thanks to the first researchers of the church art of Slobozhanshchina, who found its origins in Kyiv icon
painting, it was included in Ukrainian art. that the present is a paradigm. The purpose of the article: using the
methods of historical analysis, to consider the events of the 17th — 18th centuries taking place in the territory
of Little Russia and Slobozhanshchina and to determine the influence of the Kyiv icon painting school on the
development of icon painting art of Slobozhanshchina.

A comparative analysis has proven that Kiev icon painting, which was under the control of Uniate priests from
the XVI — XVIII centuries, developed under the strong influence of the Catholic Church and its art, and only
from the 18th century - under the Russian, and Slobozhanskaya - was formed in the bosom of the Russian
Orthodox Church and experienced the same changes as the Russian one.

This is what
determines the need for a scientifically sound and consistent cultural policy, organically linked to the main
goals and objectives facing the Russian state. In the last decade, a new model of state cultural policy,
adequate to modern realities, has been created, the purpose of the research is to identify the conceptual
foundations of which. To determine its features, the authors consider it necessary to analyze the previous
models related to the period of late socialism and the time of liberal reforms. It is established that the essential
point of difference between these two models is the role of the state in the formation and implementation of
cultural policy. It is concluded that the new model incorporates the positive aspects of the two previous models
through transformations, understood as a withdrawal in the Hegelian sense, rather than a complete and
radical crossing out.

THE IMAGE OF RUSSIA IN THE ‘SINGER&CO’ADVERTISING PRODUCTS
FOR THE RUSSIAN EMPIRE

Abstract: The article examines the advertising of the American “Singer&Co.” in the Russian Empire (1900s —
1914) and its visual strategy in the context of the formation concepts and images of Russianness (national and
historical dress, feminine personification of Russia). The differences of Russian images on Singer’ logos that
did not belong to Taburin, were identified for the first time. Based on a comparison of various types of
advertising products (posters, postcards, labels, forms, calendars etc.) with the main poster for Russian
consumers made by artist Vladimir A. Taburin, the main features of the national representation feminine
images are reconstructed. The argument is given for the hypothesis that an allegorical image of Russia was
presented in the Singer’'s female images, and it was based on visual stereotypes of Russianness.

Abstract. The cultural landscape of the city is a system of expanding the process of conjugate centering and
concentration of the system from the core to the periphery, in which there is dissipation of development. The
main approaches are: geoecological; phenomenological, landscape studies, anthropological, axiological and
systemic, of which the co-evolutionary approach is a part. The productivity of applying a systematic approach
to the analysis of the dynamics of the cultural landscape of the city is justified. Within its framework, the
cultural landscape is defined through the concept of a hierarchical complex system. Co-evolution in the system
of the cultural landscape of the city is the transition from the synchronization of cultural space with structural
neoplasms as a natural path of its development to the asynchronous development of spheres and subsystems
of the cultural landscape and cultural environment while maintaining the stability of its core. In dynamics of a
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cultural landscape the horizontal and vertical evolving planes being in a condition of a koevolyution came to
light. It allowed to prove koevolyutsionny approach to a research of a city cultural landscape. At the same time
characteristic of a koevolyution is given on the basis of a reference value of the kulturogenom which is in the
basis of interface of lines in "triangles of a vertical and horizontal koevolyution" in which space the bases of
cultural marking which acts as the integrator of sociocultural elements of urban cultural environment, way of
preservation and transfer of the cultural information focused on reproduction of last examples of culture and
public life are revealed.

RUSSIAN SAILORS IN EASTERN TAIMYR IN THE 17TH CENTURY:
Review of the book by E.A.Okladnikova “Socio-cultural and trade communication
in the era of the development of the Russian Arctic and the ‘Taimyr Find’”

Abstract. The new book by E.A.Okladnikova is devoted to the study of one of the most mysterious and
intriguing archaeological finds of the 20th century in the Arctic — the sites of Russian seafarers of the 17th
century in Eastern Taimyr. Despite the importance of the "Taimyr Find", questions about the route, goals of
the expedition, its fate and composition remain unresolved. The book offers new data obtained from

unpublished sources, namely the archaeological report of A.P.Okladnikov and documents of the Archives of
the Russian Academy of Sciences, analyzes the interpretations of the archaeological finds, once a single
complex, divided into a number of collections in various museums of the country. The author proposes a
concept that the traces on the island of Faddey Severny and in the Sims Bay may belong to two or more
expeditions, which requires additional analysis and discussion. The book by E.A.Okladnikova is important for

understanding the history of Russian navigation in the Arctic and stimulates further research of the "Taimyr
Find".
