Abstract. The article examines the semantic content and relationship of the legal concepts of "traditional
Russian spiritual and moral values" and "constitutional values" of the Russian Federation. According to the
authors' conclusions, Russian constitutional values of the highest order are among the traditional Russian
spiritual and moral values that form the basis of Russian society and the historically established state.
Traditional Russian spiritual and moral values are the axiological core of the current Constitution; they are not
of a narrowly ethnic or religious nature, but of a general civil nature, and are the main factor in the formation of
civil unity, all-Russian identity, Russian statehood and civilizational originality. Other fundamental values
present in the Constitution of Russia - original universal human values are equally considered as values
inherent in Russia, forming the basis of traditional Russian spiritual and moral values. Thus, traditional
Russian and universal values represent a single system of constitutional values, in which traditional values are
either directly and immediately related to constitutional norms, or the latter are their organic legal expression,
historically conditioned by the original development of Russian civilization and the domestic legal system. In
the further development of strategic planning documents, especially in the field of educational policy, the
authors propose to give priority in education to traditional Russian spiritual and moral values in relation to
other constitutional values, which is of decisive importance for the preservation and strengthening of the
civilizational identity of the people of Russia and the cultural sovereignty of the country.

Abstract. The article discusses current issues related to the interpretation of history and the latest historical
concepts that have influenced the formation of the modern "theater of history."

Abstract. The article analyzes the influence of Buddhism on the everyday life of modern Kalmyk youth based
on empirical data. Two aspects of the issue are emphasized: 1) the main ways of expressing commitment to
the Buddbhist religion in everyday life, the main motives for visiting religious places and clergy; 2) observance
of Buddhist religious practices (rites, rituals, fasts and vows). Empirical data were obtained by means of a
sociological survey in the form of an anonymous questionnaire among young people who are ethnic Kalmyks.
It was revealed that Buddhism in the everyday behavior of modern Kalmyk youth is expressed to a greater
extent through observance of moral values, ethical norms and principles of a universal nature, as well as
through observance of Buddhist religious traditions (holidays, home prayers) and visiting religious places and
clergy. It is concluded that the dominant factor in the visits of Kalmyk youth to Buddhist temples and clergy is
the spiritual need to perform rituals, ceremonies, order prayers, and for a considerable part of the youth, the
main motive is an internal spiritual aspiration. It is noted that the majority of Kalmyk youth do not perform or
partially perform such spiritual religious practices as observing monthly "fasting days", fasting in the sacred
month of Urs Sar, taking Buddhist moral vows.

Abstract. To date, domestic and foreign historical science has accumulated a significant amount of materials
that allow a broad and objective analysis of the specifics of various streams of Christian pilgrimage to the Holy
Land in the second half of the 19th century. The article offers for consideration some parameters of their broad
classification according to a number of criteria, some of which were previously very rarely combined in this
kind of actions. This may be important for understanding the processes discussed in the article. The author
concludes that there were at least three main streams of Christian pilgrims in the Holy Land during this
chronological period, the differences between which can be traced in a number of important and significant
characteristics described in the text.

1525: DMITRY GERASIMOV AND THE ORIGIN OF THE IDEA
OF A ROUTE TO CHINA BY THE NORTHERN SEAS

Abstract. The article examines one of the significant episodes in the prehistory of the search for the North-
East passage — the statement of the Russian diplomat Dmitry Gerasimov, recorded in 1525 by the Italian
humanist Paul Jovius about the possibility of reaching China via the Arctic route. This is the first documented
assumption of this kind in European literature, although the Russian state by that time had already reached
the Arctic borders and was actively developing the western section of the modern Northern Sea Route.
Particular attention is paid to the criticism of interpretations of Gerasimov’s statement, which was sometimes
simplified or distorted in scientific and journalistic literature. The study shows that the statement had a
significant influence on Western European expeditions of the 16th-17th centuries (including the voyages of
Barents), but in Russia until the era of Peter | and Lomonosov it did not become the subject of a targeted state
policy, remaining a geographical hypothesis. It is emphasized that Gerasimov's idea became an important, but
not the first stage of the centuries-long process of Russia's development of the Northern Sea routes, initially
aimed at ensuring territorial connectivity, and not just searching for a trade route. The practical implementation
of the Northern Sea Route as a transport artery became possible only in Modern times.

Abstract. The article analyzes the circumstances of the introduction into circulation, existence and
transformations of the legislative nomination "historical settlement", considers the problem of the absence of
norms establishing the identity of concepts denoting historical populated areas, and the continuity between
previously approved lists of such and currently valid lists of historical settlements; It was established that the
lack of a meaningful and comprehensive definition of a historical settlement as a cultural heritage
phenomenon and the inferiority of its conservation status in comparison with cultural heritage sites largely
determine the problem of ensuring the preservation and implementation of socio-cultural functions of both the
entire array and individual historical settlements of the country. As a conclusion, the need was stated, firstly, to
endow historical settlements with the significance of cultural heritage sites, and secondly, to conceptualize the
concept, giving it the meaning of a universal term equivalent for the legal, administrative, scientific and
practical spheres.

Abstract. The theatrical parody of the Russian Early Modernism (Silver Age) was to redefine the productive
boundary between the new literature and the new theater. In his stage designs Mstislav Dobuzhinsky used to
create a particularly disturbing atmosphere in which the new theater became in some ways grotesque, but
professional. The old stage roles were replaced by representations of the professional employment of all the
inhabitants of the big city, correlating with the symbolist life-building and parodying them at the same time. The
collaboration between the humorist Peter Potemkin and Dobuzhinsky allowed a new understanding of the
puppet body as necessary for a critical comprehension of the present-day city, anticipating many of the
problems of contemporary urbanism.

Abstract. The article examines the annual reports of the ruling bishops of the Aleutian Diocese (1880-1911)
to the Holy Governing Synod as the most important source on the history of the formation and development of
Russian Orthodoxy in the USA and Canada. Structural analysis allows us to assess the information potential
of all the main sections of these unique documents. The information highlighted provides a comprehensive
picture of the life of the largest foreign diocese of the Russian Orthodox Church at the turn of the 19" and 20"
centuries. The influence of the personality of the ruling bishop and extraordinary events occurring in the
diocese on the form and content of reports is considered.

POSSIBILITY OF CORRELATION OF GIOVANNI BELLINI'S WORKS
WITH RUSSIAN PAINTING (WITH A CULTURAL ASPECT)

Abstract. Italian painting in its transition from the art of the Middle ages to the High Renaissance shows a
trend of spirituality, including emphatically human, often clothed in religious subjects and filled with a special
vitality. This can be correlated with Russian art, also emphasized by spiritual art, which seeks to reflect the
"salt of life", whatever it may be. The trend of similarity extends to some non-religious subjects, as well as to
religious images that do not have the character of icons. It is interesting that the Catholic tradition, which for a
while was fed by the religious paintings of Byzantium, presents in this case "icons" that are more correlated,
perhaps, with Russian painting. Venetian painting, due to its well — known specificity, demonstrates the
features in question more vividly-in particular, within the framework of the art of Giovanni Bellini, whose
creative personality, which has experienced various influences, allowed creating images that are quite close in
their spiritual content and form to Russian religious and other paintings. The relevance of the research is
connected with a deep cultural correlation of cultures, with the aim of better cross-cultural and international
communication, with the aim of mutual acquaintance with cultural products that are closer and more
understandable to both sides, due to the universal content, greater cultural closeness shown in these works.
This is all the more relevant because the world community in the era of globalization and technization is facing
the problem of forming a new modern culture that is far from the inhumane standards of mass cultural
production. The novelty of the research is determined by its relevance, cultural correlation of different societies
at different historical stages of their existence — to identify a similar cultural Genesis, determined by both
objective factors and subjective moral choice of cultural carriers associated with universal values. Taking as a
subject of research the features of painting d. Bellini, similar formal and meaningful works of Russian painting,
showing the spiritual relationship of Italian Renaissance art and Russian art, the author carries out the
comparative cultural analysis, referring to the facts of the history and culture of Antiquity, the middle Ages,
Renaissance in Europe, the facts of Russian history and culture, to reflect on this topic authors Express as
"standard" and original point of view in connection with a specified subject. The results of the work include the
conclusion about the spiritual closeness of the works of Giovanni Bellini with Russian painting due to the deep
and lively creative personality of the artist, which allowed flexible, successful response to a variety of artistic
trends, including, for example, the influence of the original artist A. Mantegna, on the "Northern" cultural
impact; due to the moral impulse of talented representatives of the European Renaissance (with certain
common European roots of the two cultures), expressed in religious and other painting.

ITALIAN CINEMA IN THE SOVIET PRINTED MEDIA:
THE EXPERIENCE OF SOCIALIST RECEPTION OF FOREIGN CULTURAL PRODUCTS

Abstract. The purpose of the article is to study the history of Italian film production in Soviet culture through
the optics of perception set by magazine film criticism. A special feature of the author's approach to the topic is
the consideration of the phenomenon of the ideological impact of the Soviet government on foreign cultural
products by identifying the dominant position of critics in periodicals and thematic collections about foreign
cinema. Using diachronic analysis, the main approaches to the presentation of works of neorealism (including
the so-called “pink neorealism”) in the mass media, Italian comedy, socio-political dramas and Italian author’s
cinema are revealed. The comparative method allows us to determine the features of the description of Italian
artists and aspects of constructing the image of Italy and Italians in the Soviet film discourse.

The analysis of theoretical literature on the history of Soviet film distribution, the everyday life of the post-war
period, and texts of Soviet film criticism make it possible to clarify the mechanisms of functioning of the Soviet
discourse on Western culture. The most critically acclaimed works were neorealist films and socio-political
dramas. The justification for showing films that contradicted the Soviet myth “the ltalian is a victim of the
capitalist system” was an appeal to artistic value and aesthetic categories.

Abstract. The article discusses current issues related to the interpretation of history as an image of the past
and the latest historical concepts that influenced the formation of the modern "theater of memory" (concepts of
"victims of history", "public history"). A substantial understanding of the "image of the past" is impossible
without attention to the problem of identity. In this article, by historical and cultural identity, the author
understands cultural and historical uniqueness, "persons with an uncommon expression” that manifest (or do
not manifest) themselves in the Russian theatrical culture of the 21st century. In the space of theatrical culture,
of course, the answer to the question "who are we?" is given, what are the features of our character and
thinking, how are they manifested in a particular historical period? At the same time, the "understanding of
oneself" in the context of the period under study had its own peculiarities: historical and cultural identity in the
modern theater presented itself through an apophatic device - denial of the Soviet past.

Abstract. The article examines the axiological aspect of the legal concept of "historical settlement" and its role
in preserving historical and urban heritage based on a comprehensive analysis of regulatory documentation,
methodological developments, scientific materials and socially significant journalism. The impossibility of the
applicability of legislative interpretations related to cultural heritage sites to historical settlements is indicated.
The absence of a target purpose of the legal concept and normative interpretation of the value of a historical
settlement is established; it is shown that this has a negative impact on the effectiveness of various
methodological approaches to preserving the valuable historical and urban environment that determines the
uniqueness of historical settlements. The tendency to leveling the humanitarian essence in the concept of a
historical settlement with simultaneous implantation and strengthening of the economic one is revealed. The
necessity of introducing into the legal concept of a historical settlement a definition of the value subject to
preservation in the process of urban development activities and classifying historical settlements as objects of
cultural heritage is substantiated.

Abstract. The article describes a historical and navigational experiment conducted by the Pomor Shipbuilding
Partnership in 2024 under the leadership of Evgeny Shkaruba, the purpose of which was to navigate the
Mangazeya sea route on a replica of a traditional sewn karbas. The subject of consideration is the
methodology of the experiment, the main geographical sections of the route are considered, including the key
portages through the Kanin and Yamal peninsulas. In historical and cultural terms, the experiment is aimed at
reconstructing the system of technologies and practices used by Russian pioneers of the 16th-17th centuries
in terms of shipbuilding, navigation and navigation in the polar seas. The experiment is important for
understanding the capabilities of historical ships in the development of the northern sea routes of Russia and
reproducing the system of maritime practices of the 16th-17th centuries. The experiment should be considered
as a preparatory phase for a large-scale project to reconstruct the sewn Pomor koch and organize voyages on
it along various sections of the modern Northern Sea Route.

Abstract. In the context of intensifying external informational pressure and internal debates surrounding
values and ideologies in Russia, reconsidering the role of the state in shaping a coherent and strategically
balanced cultural policy becomes especially significant. The challenge of ensuring the effective
implementation of provisions outlined in key regulatory and conceptual documents is particularly acute. This
article analyzes the economic, legal, managerial, and conceptual aspects of the cultural policy of the Russian
Federation in the context of implementing the Fundamentals of State Cultural Policy and the Presidential
Decree on the Protection of Traditional Spiritual and Moral Values. Existing studies, focused on isolated
cases, fail to provide a comprehensive picture and do not allow for the development of a sustainable strategy
to overcome the problems. The present work reveals the common axiological foundation of issues across all
studied aspects. It demonstrates that the lack of a unified approach to managing the cultural sphere is caused
by the conceptual underdevelopment of core values. The effectiveness of the axiological approach, which
enables the clear determination of values and prevents arbitrary interpretations, is substantiated. Its
application opens up opportunities for effective cultural governance, strengthening social resilience, and
fostering a unified value system, thereby contributing to the reinforcement of Russia’s cultural sovereignty
amid geopolitical instability.

Abstract. The paper raises the problem of the validity of the use of the term “cultural practices” in Russian
cultural studies. It is revealed that it contains a stable connotation with the tradition of the “new cultural
history”. It focuses not on culture as a kind of integral entity characteristic of society and important for its self-
preservation, for the formation of stable semantic and valuable socially significant patterns, but on
“fragmentation” and consideration of “history in fragments”, on the cultural characteristics of an individual
and/or the small communities, which are taken by themselves outside of a clearly fixed general relationship
with the whole. Because of this, the concept of “cultural practices” acquires a specific meaning of
multiculturalism, which, when blindly transferred to a different cultural soil with a different tradition of attitude to
culture, creates semantic inconsistencies and contradictions. For this reason, the author suggests using
another term to describe a variety of so-called cultural practices: “cultural life practices” within the framework
of a common cultural activity, the meaning of which is designed to preserve the proper harmony of the
common unifying cultural whole and the specifics of its individual elements. The concept of “cultural activity”
combines the scope of the concepts of “cultural life practices” and “cultural industries”. Author also criticizes
the practice of comprehensive definitions of culture, including phenomena that may well carry an anti-cultural
and anti-human meaning.

Abstract. The article is devoted to a comprehensive study of the Hunnic invasion of the IlI-IV centuries A.D.
as a key factor in the transformation of the ethnopolitical map of Eastern Europe. The relevance of the
research is due to the need to understand the underlying causes of the decline of the ancient structures of the
region and the subsequent rise of the Slavs. The purpose of the study is to identify the mechanisms of mutual
influence of the Hunnic expansion, the disintegration of multiethnic communities and the subsequent
consolidation of East Slavic tribes. The object of the study is the processes of destruction of multiethnic
communities, migration of nomadic and settled tribes. The methodology is based on a comparative analysis of

archaeological data, written sources and historiographical concepts. The results of the study show that the
invasion of the Huns led to serious consequences: the defeat of the Alans and Goths, the destruction of trade
routes and cities, the disintegration of archaeological communities and the formation of a ‘cultural vacuum” in
the Dnieper region. This destroyed the ties of Roman influence in the region and the ancient multiethnic
structures, but created the conditions for the emergence of proto-state associations of the Eastern Slavs.
Cultural synthesis with the Varangians and the legacy of the pre-Hunnic cultures laid the foundation of Ancient
Russia. The legends about the founding ancestors testify to the Slavs' awareness of their common origin. The
conclusions emphasize the crucial role of the Hunnic invasion in the formation of Russian statehood.

REFLECTION OF COLLECTIVE HISTORICAL MEMORY
IN THE FESTIVE CULTURE OF ITALY ON THE EXAMPLE OF THE FEAST OF ST. FORTUNATO
IN THE UMBRIA REGION

Abstract. The concept of collective memory, introduced by the French sociologist M.Halbwaks, a follower of
the E.Durkheim school, began to be used in scientific literature in relation to various phenomena. The
variability of the discourse of collective memory has led to many interpretations of it. This study examines the
festive culture of Italy in the aspect of the transformation of historical knowledge. As a result of the widespread
use of memory studies, as well as the segmentation of the concept of memory, various areas of use of the
concepts of historical and collective memory have emerged, which can not only be opposed, but also
complement each other, depending on the specifics of the phenomenon itself and the scope of its research.
This article describes the relationship of different types of memory in relation to the festive culture of the
Umbria region of Italy. An attempt is made to describe the specifics of the use of the concept of collective
historical memory of a national holiday, which is based on an event of a historical nature, important for the
identity of the local community. As an example, the category of folk historical holidays is chosen, for the
description of which historical, event-based and communicative approaches are used.

JUDGE HOLDEN, THE HERO OF MCCARTHY'S BLOOD MERIDIAN,
AS A CULTURAL CODE OF ABSOLUTE EVIL

Abstract. The article presents the results of the socio-cultural phenomenological analysis of the image of
Judge Holden, presented in the anti-western novel Blood Meridian by K. McCarthy as a cultural code of
absolute evil in the context of the development of scientific ideas about war tricksters and their place in the
modern world. The research methods include socio-cultural, conceptual and phenomenological analysis. It is
argued that the image of Holden represents a specific type of cultural archetype of the trickster. Holden is a
war trickster who uses chaos as a tool to assert his own philosophy, while endowed with supernatural features
to express the hyperbole of universal evil. The features of the psychological type of the Judge are revealed,
the reasons for deviation from the Jungian archetype of the trickster are argued, and Holden's faces are
considered as the embodiment of an amoral researcher who rejects any restrictions. The analysis of the
attractiveness of the Judge's dance as an expression of outwardly attractive absolute power over others is
carried out. The nature of Judge Holden's philosophy of peace and war is clarified, it is shown that the antihero
changes the very perception of war, which for him is a sacred act that determines the essence of human
existence. Projections of the image of Judge Holden on the modern world are proposed, considerations are
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presented regarding the fight against tricksters of war, their modern apologists and other followers - "armchair
warriors", mercenaries and operators of unmanned vehicles who have not emerged from the stage of game
addiction, as well as the all-consuming power of war hawks catalyzing modern hybrid military-political conflicts,
taking into account their occurrence to a large extent in virtual space.
